W1, W6, WT12

Course:
500m straight course for W1, W6 and W12 500m


250m course for turn races - W6 1000m and 1500m events

Lanes:
8 lanes will be used for semis and finals. 


Heats will use 8 lanes but may require a 9th lane to minimise the number of heats.

Categories:
Men and Women only


Midget boys division are permitted to have mixed gender crews.

Canoes:
W6/WT12 - Mahi Mahi


W1 - Any type, rudderless and, weighted up to a minimum weight of 16kgs hull only
International: 
International teams may be invited at the Race Directors discretion.


International teams will only be allowed to race in the outside lane

Race Format 
May be subject to change depending on entries received.
· Junior 19 and below race on Tuesday & Wednesday

· All divisions W1 race on Thursday

· Open 23 and above race on Friday & Saturday

Entry Fees

Paddler Fees are non-refundable.  If a paddler is withdrawn their fee may be transferred to a replacement paddler.  Any outstanding amount must be paid prior to racing.  Fees are only applicable to the 2010 National Club Sprint event and may not be carried over.

This year paddlers only have to pay the entry fee of the age category they are currently in. Juniors who paddle up a grade do not have to pay extra. 

‘Age is taken as reaching the specified age in the year of competition’.

REGATTA YEAR  minus  YEAR OF BIRTH  =  RACE AGE
e.g. 2010 minus 1991 = 19

Event Eligibility

· Only clubs recognized as financial members of NKOA by one of the six regions are eligible to enter.
· All paddlers must have a current NKOA ID card.
· Non-medalling Exhibition teams by invitation from NKOA only.

Uniforms

· Club uniform colours must be registered. Black & White are registered NKOA colours.

· Teams can wear only club’s registered colours.  In W6 events a team must be wearing identical uniforms using club colours.   In W12 events, either all 12 paddlers in identical uniforms or two sets of six paddlers each with identical uniforms.
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ID Cards

· Cost $5.00 (for new and replacement cards)

· ID cards will not be produced until full payment is received.

· Orders received after the 5th January will cost $15

All paddlers must have a bar-coded ID card to be able to race (as per the picture to the right). 

Those paddlers, who have the old style “horizontal card” (without the green strip at the top), can have their cards replaced for free, on return of their old card.

For new or replacement cards, Club reps must complete an application online using their login & password.  Before you create a new ID, please search the database for the paddler you are registering in case they already have an ID number.

Alternatively if photos and payment cannot be completed online then these must be sent in with verification documents

WT12 Regional Teams

This will only apply to Midgets, Open 23, Senior Master, and Golden Master divisions.  Clubs can only double hull with another club within their region for these divisions, if their club has entered an odd number of teams in a W6 division, i.e. 1 W6 Senior Master women’s crew or 3 W6 Senior Master men’s crews etc.

The rationale for this is that these divisions have limited numbers and may be unlikely to have enough crews to make up an event.
Only crews entered in the W6 events can double hull.

Your Regional Co-ordinator will be responsible for registering W1 and W12 regional crews.  Please contact your regional co-ordinator to enter regional W12 teams, do not enter these teams on your club team roster.
Adaptive Paddler Regional Teams 

This year we will be providing the opportunity for Regions to enter Adaptive regional teams. We are currently working on the criteria for entry, this will be released as a separate Panui.  If you have adaptive paddlers in your club or region that may wish to take up this opportunity please inform them. 

The Adaptive paddling movement around the world is gathering momentum very quickly and we are keen to provide opportunities for all. We are working with the Halberg Trust and will keep you up to date with developments.    Please contact admin@wakaama.co.nz if you have questions.
W1 Entries & Quota

Entry Fee:


If you are entering W1 only the full fee is payable for the division you are in.  There is no extra fee for entering the W1 division if you are also paddling W6/W12.

Quota:

To manage the W1 events it is necessary to limit entries.  Therefore a set number of heats for each category have been confirmed.  Regions are allocated 4 entries for each race division, plus extra quota for having finalists in the previous years Nationals. 

Eight lanes have been used as a base, however, you may notice that some events may total nine lanes; this has been done to reduce the need to create further heats.  

There will be no reallocation of unfilled regional quota.
