Flights

Our airline of choice for the NKOA is Air New Zealand, member of the Star Alliance Network. Air New Zealand has recently commenced non-stop services from Auckland to San Francisco. They have the latest generation Boeing 777 aircraft operating on these routes. We have booked group seats for this event in Pacific Economy Class

Air New Zealand flies directly into San Francisco, California, which is the closest international airport to Sacramento. This will allow competitors to optimise their pre-competition time to get used to the venue and acclimatise.

Accommodation 

We are arranging accommodation at UC Davis which will allow competitors to optimise their pre-competition time to get used to the venue and acclimatise. This formal application is awaiting approval from the University Board, which we are expecting to have confirmed by the end of March.

UC Davis

Is situated only 30 miles from Lake Natoma, making it the perfect place to stay during the championships. With this in mind we have located a venue which has a wide range of onsite facilities recreational activities along with all meals to be catered for, at a very reasonable cost.

Accommodation has been based on a twin share or double occupancy in a traditional residence hall or residential suite arrangements. Each bed is made prior to arrival with a full linen set including sheets, pillow, pillowcase, blanket, bedspread and mattress pad. A small bar of soap, plastic cup, 1 washcloth and 2 towels are provided for each guest. Fresh towels are provided in the room daily, but cleaning services are not provided. If guests stay longer than seven nights, cleaning service is provided, which includes clean linens and a fresh bed at the start of the week. Three meals per day are included. 

The Accommodation offers relaxing, convenient and affordable housing and dining services for both groups and individuals during the summer months. Guests are housed in traditional student residence halls with buffet-style dining in campus dining facilities. A wide range of options, such as catered barbecues, meeting and banquet facilities and other special services are available.  

On Site Accommodation Recreation

In addition to sports equipment being available through service desks, the accommodation offers many excellent recreational facilities including a climbing wall, tennis courts, putting green, batting cage, outdoor track, equestrian centre, outdoor adventure activities, and the Games Area featuring sixteen bowling lanes, full size billiard tables, video and pinball arcade, and snack vending machines.

On Site is an indoor sports centre, with basketball courts, weight lifting/exercise facilities, a climbing wall, gymnastics equipment, aerobic classes, handball, squash, and racquetball courts. And our summer guests may be interested in the Pool, which boasts a large free-form swimming pool with lap lanes and a sun warming island; facilities include a bathhouse with showers and toddler’s splasher pool, all surrounded by a large shaded grassy area.

Some of these facilities require the purchase of a pass or some other form of payment. Access to some facilities, may be arranged in advance at reduced rates. 

Transportation to Lake Natoma

The property that we are suggesting for the Waka Ama World Champs is situated only 30 miles from Lake Natoma. It is mostly freeway driving but due to congestion around Sacramento can take anywhere from 30 to 60 min one way depending on the time of day. We are arranging a daily shuttle service to operate from 7.00am to 7.00pm with a private 49 seater coach.

The cost for this will be from $15.00-$30.00 per person per day – once the racing programme and time are known.

Other accommodation options -

Accommodation located close to Lake Natoma is at a premium over these dates and a number of the properties are already fully booked & unable to accommodate the large New Zealand Touring contingent. We are happy to discuss other options with you on a one on one basis.


Transfers – 

All of the above list group flights will be met and transferred on arrival from San Francisco Airport to our proposed Sacramento accommodation (UC Davis) by private coach.  This is the most cost efficient method. 

Rental Vans from San Francisco Airport.

Although this is a more expensive option it allows athletes to transport themselves to the venue for racing and training. HOT have commercial agreements with several major rental car companies, including Hertz, Avis and Alamo. HOT has arranged a special rate for NKOA with all of these companies.  

Insurance – 

Due the accommodation policy of the first property travel insurance is mandatory for traveller’s staying at the UC Davis

Our fully comprehensive House of Travel Insurance Brochure outlining full conditions of the policy has been included with your registration information. This will cover loss of deposit due to unforeseen circumstances.  

If you have a pre-existing condition, you will need to get this assessed and pay the required surcharge. Please contact the office if you have any pre-existing conditions or are aged 70 years or older.
