Entry Fee:

An Official entry form is required per TEAM, per RACE EVENT

Please be organised and bring form completed.

Safety:


· The race director and his/her officials have absolute control of the event in conjunction with the AROCA, NKOA and club safety rules.  They have discretion to withdraw any competitor or waka ama which in their opinion is or will be endangering his/her or the safety of others.

· Should a Waka ama require assistance during the race, the paddler in  No. 3 seat must hold their paddle up

· An official escort boat or any passing Waka can/should render assistance.

· Deliberate collision and/or obstruction will incur a time penalty of 1 min. or disqualification as deemed by the race director/s.

W6 Waka Numbers:  
Due to Le Mans finish – a nominated runner will have the waka number written on their person
W1/W2 Numbers:
 Due to Le Mans finish – paddler or nominated runner will have the waka number written on their person

Safety Checks:
All safety checks will be conducted before each race and possibly throughout the day.  If a canoe does not pass the safety check as required and signed off on the Entry Form, the team/individual will be returned to shore.
ALL clubs must bring their own safety equipment.


DQ’s & Penalties:
Disqualifications and penalties shall be decided on the race day and no decisions made after.  

Protests:
Protests will be heard.  Any incident must be seen and decided upon by a nominated official, whose decision will be final.  Nominated official(s) may make their decision assisted by video evidence, if that is available.

Red flag, 1 minute to go.  Green flag - GO
Finish Line:

Will be outlined at race briefing.

Nominated Officials:
Will clearly be Identified “On and Off” the water

Change of Course:
Should there be any change during the race due to adverse weather – the

LEAD boat official will hold a BLACK FLAG up.  All canoes will proceed to go around the Lead Boat and it will remain there until the last registered competing waka ama has turned.  The Second Safety Boat will take the “Lead” role
