2009 National Sprints

Section reports are being collated and a final report of the event will be released following the next NKOA meeting in May.

Working Parties

A number of working parties have been formed to improve governance of operations for waka ama activities.  Input from Regional Committees, Clubs, or Individuals will be sourced in due course.  When these are posted please follow directions given to ensure your input is included, timeframes are met and outcomes achieved.

Ongoing relationships with Te Puni Kokiri, SPARC, MSA, and Water Saftery NZ are also being strengthened and ratified with the main task for NKOA to develop and implement short and long term strategic plans.
