All crews must provide lifejackets and paddles or arrange to borrow from
another club.

Novice Crews: Will have less than one year’s paddling experience and must have an experienced steerer and the
option of an experienced paddler — please respect this kaupapa as we are keen to see novice crews have the
opportunity to build their capacity at these events. All novice paddlers must wear life jackets.

Course: The course map provided is subject to change on the day and determined by conditions.

Attire: Competitors must dress appropriately for colder conditions; polypropylenes are recommended.
Competitors will be checked during safety checks to ensure they are wearing appropriate clothing for
the conditions. NB: There will be a prize for “Best dressed” team — get creative! — In honour of Paora
Adames.
